Older residents receive special accolade for safer road crossing campaign
Residents from retirement housing estate Tapscott Court, Wotton-Under-Edge, Gloucestershire, were celebrating today after their landlord, Hanover Housing Association presented them with a special gold star award for successfully campaigning for a safer road crossing at the estate.
The campaign has been featured as an example of good practice in the latest edition of Hanover Inpractice – an annual publication that celebrates the exciting and inspiring activities and events that take place nationally across the housing association’s 600 plus estates.
In April 2009 Tapscott resident 90 year- old Joan Jordan broke her hip when the wheels of her mobility scooter became stuck on the kerb while she was trying to cross Haw Street. At the time there were no road safety signs or even a dropped kerb near the estate.
Retirement Housing Manager Beth Jerrard said: “I am really proud of their achievement. “After Joan’s accident residents literally went into overdrive.
“In order to support their application for a dropped kerb they engaged with the media, local councillors and even, borrowed speed guns from the local police Road Safety Unit to track speed and road usage.
In March 2011 residents’ efforts finally paid off when Gloucestershire County Council installed a dropped kerb next to Haw street’s road safety sign.
Tapscott resident Anne Doyle said: “Although it has taken two years of campaigning road safety has been improved not just for residents but for all of the local community.”
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
